When Seconds Did Count
The Riverdale/Pick City Ambulance service is a vital part of our tight knit community. Its volunteers literally make the 

difference between life and death. My family owes them, along with their heroic medical team, a great debt of gratitude. 

Because of their efficiency and expertise, my late husband Pat, was able to be resuscitated. He was experiencing 

congestive heart failure in April of 2010. He had been hospitalized at St. Alexius, in Bismarck. However, his cardiologist 

sent him home with oxygen, realizing there was nothing more medically speaking, that could be done for him. Just 

minutes before being discharged, a nurse came into Pat’s room and gave me a crash course in changing out his oxygen 

tanks. Sadly, those oxygen tanks, even cranked up to full capacity, were no match for all the fluid building up in his lungs. 

Shortly after getting settled back in at our lake cabin, Pat took a turn for the worse. I immediately called the 

Riverdale/Pick City Ambulance, and their timing couldn’t have been more perfect. Just as those angels arrived, Pat's eyes 

had rolled back into his head. We were losing him, but the quick thinking and wise intervention of the EMT's on call that 

day, brought my husband back to the land of the living. This was an immense blessing because he was then transferred 

to the Hazen hospital, where he received the most compassionate end of life care, surrounded by nurses and doctors 

who he’d known and loved for over 40 years. His good friends were able to visit him, while he was still lucid and they 

were able to give him a beautiful send-off, so to speak. For awhile, it was like a revolving door of beautiful people coming 

to proactively pay their respects. The greatest gift, was that both our daughters, Heather and Holly and their spouses 

were able to be with me and by their beloved father's side, in the days and hours leading up to his death. Everyone got 

to hug Pat, rub his feet, say their “I love you’s”, and ultimately witness his soul's journey heavenward. That was an honor 

that not all families are afforded, and it gave us a great deal of peace. We owe all of those profound blessings, to the 

wonderful men and women who work tirelessly to ensure that the ambulance is always ready and waiting for those in 

their most desperate hour.

Salmon Spawn Completed

Fisheries crews completed their annual salmon spawning operation on the Missouri River System, 

collecting 944,000 eggs.

North Dakota Game and Fish Department Missouri River System fisheries supervisor Russ Kinzler said 

this year was more of a challenge to collect eggs.

“The spawn started about a week later than normal and then the cold weather at the end of October shut 

down egg collections before the spawning crew could meet the goal of 1 million eggs,” Kinzler said.

The eggs collected should be enough to stock the 300,000 smolts planned for Lake Sakakawea in 2024.

This year all the eggs were collected from Lake Sakakawea, unlike past years when some eggs were 

taken from fish in the Missouri River. The average size of female salmon was 4.4 pounds, which is about 

half a pound smaller than last year. The largest salmon was 8.5 pounds.

Chinook salmon begin their spawning run in October. Since salmon cannot naturally reproduce in North 

Dakota, Game and Fish personnel capture the fish and transport them to Garrison Dam National Fish 

Hatchery where they are relieved of their eggs.

Once the eggs hatch, young salmon spend about 6 months in the hatchery before being stocked in Lake 

Sakakawea.
