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Proms began in the 19 th century for college students . Short for ñpromenadeòprom has its roots in debutante balls also
known as coming out parties introducing young women to eligible men . These were grand affairs where young women
wore their best dresses and young men wore a tuxedo . Prom was introduced to high schools in 1920 s but didnôt
become a popular event until the 1950 s.

Todayôsprom night is often the highlight of the school year for Juniors and Seniors though it can be a night of dread
for parents . It is not the prom itself but what goes on after . Teens left to their own devices often do not make the best
decisions and the consequences can be tragic . According to the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration, 1 in 3
alcohol related teen traffic fatalities occur during prom season . After prom parties are an important element to keeping
kids safe after prom . The objective is to throw such a great after prom party that kids would rather be there than out
drinking or making other bad choices . Throwing an epic after prom party includes a fun venue, food, prizes, and no
option to leave the parent chaperoned party . Past venues for the after prom party have included mini golf, extreme
bowling and a hypnotist which was a huge hit . Prizes need to be enticing to teens such as iPad, airpods, mini fridge,
gift cards, TVs, laptops, gaming chairs and one student asked for an air fryer as a prize .

NORTH DAKOTA GAME & FISH 
Deadline to Remove Fish Houses

Anglers are reminded unoccupied fish houses must be removed from all waters beginning March 15 until ice-out.

Fish houses may be used after March 15 if they are removed daily.

Anglers are advised to use caution while accessing area lakes because mild weather conditions can quickly result in unstable ice

conditions that can make removing a fish house with a vehicle difficult or dangerous. Ice conditions can vary from region to region,

between lakes in the same region, and even on the same lake.

Elk, Moose, Bighorn Sheep Applications Online

Elk, moose and bighorn sheep applications are available online at the North Dakota Game and Fish Departmentôswebsite, gf.nd.gov.

The deadline for applying is March 24.

A total of 523 elk and 474 moose licenses are available to hunters this fall, the same as last year.

Moose units M4 and M1C will remain closed due to a continued downward population trend in the northeastern part of the state.

As stated in the chronic wasting disease proclamation, hunters harvesting an elk in unit E2, or a moose in units M10 and M11, cannot

transport the whole carcass, including the head and spinal column, outside of the unit. More information on CWD is available by visiting

the Game and Fish website.

A bighorn sheep hunting season is tentatively scheduled for 2021, depending on the sheep population. The status of the bighorn sheep

season will be determined Sept. 1, after summer population surveys are completed. The season was closed in 2015 due to a bacterial

pneumonia outbreak.

Bighorn sheep applicants must apply for a license at the same time as moose and elk, but not for a specific unit. Once total licenses are

determined for each unit in late summer, the bighorn lottery will be held and successful applicants contacted to select a hunting unit.

Because the bighorn sheep application fee is not refundable as per state law, if a bighorn season is not held, applicants would not

receive a refund.

Elk, moose and bighorn sheep lottery licenses are issued as once-in-a-lifetime licenses in North Dakota. Hunters who have received a

license through the lottery in the past are not eligible to apply for that species again.

Spring Renewal
LΩƳnot sureabout you, but the weather this pastweekreallyhadme thinkingspringmight havearrivedand thatƛǘΩǎ

almost time to get back into the grooveof working outdoors. UnfortunatelyƛǘΩǎstill too early to be planting my vegetable
gardenor working in my flowerbed, but now is the perfect time to get your trees and shrubsready to shine this growing
season. Thiswould be the part where I cautionhomeownersfrom trimming trees that require climbingand never trim trees
near a powerline. Allow a professionaltrim trees near powerlines,it may cost money,but too many peopledie every year
becausesomethinggoesawry.

Thereare a varietyof reasonsto pruneyour plants,but the most commonreasonto prune is for safetyreasons. With
the highwindswe havehadoff andon, our treescanbe lookinga bit beatenup with brokenor deadbranches. Thesebranches
canfall at anytime anddamageproperty or hurt someone. Pruningfor safetyreasonscanhappenanytime of year,but when
the leavesareoff the tree isoften the easiesttime becausewe canseewherethe brokenbranchesare. Anothersafetyconcern
is branchesor bushesthat block the line of sight for drivers in your drivewayor on the corner of a street. Theseshouldbe
trimmed to allowfor adequatelineof sightfor peoplewalkingor driving.

Thereare severalreasonsto prune in late winter or earlyspring,but one of the major onesis to preventdiseasesor
insectsfrom attackingsusceptibleplants. Americanelm, oak,ash,honey locustand birch trees shouldalwaysbe trimmed at
this time becauseof diseaseor pest issues. Sinceit is still cold insectsŀǊŜƴΩǘflying and theyǿƻƴΩǘbe attracted to the newly
woundedtree. Bythe time the weatherhaswarmedup enoughfor insectsto fly the tree will havestartedhealing. Most other
plantscanbe prunedduringthe summer,in fact springbloomingplantsǎƘƻǳƭŘƴΩǘbe prunedtill after they bloomasthey bloom
on lastȅŜŀǊΩǎgrowthandpruningin the winter reducesthe amountof bloomsyouwill have.

Herearea few basictips whenpruningtreesor shrubs,I would love to go into moredetail but that would take up the
entire paper. If youwould like more informationon pruningvisit me in the McLeanCourthouseor givemea callandI wouldbe
happyto help.

They need time to recover and get acclimated to their new home. 
¶ Try to prune plants when they are young. Like humans, trees recover faster when they are healing smaller wounds so 

remove trouble branches as early as possible. 
¶ If you have to remove larger branches be sure to follow these steps to prevent the bark from tearing and making a large 

wound.
o Make your first cut on the bottom side of the branch several inches out from the trunk, this cut is to prevent the 

bark from tearing and making the wound larger. 
o Your second cut should be on the top of the branch just outside the first cut. This cut will go all the way through 

leaving a stub several inches long. 
o Your final cut will be not quite flush with the tree trunk, look for the branch collar, where the branch joins the 

trunk, and cut just outside that point. This will help the tree heal faster and prevents heavy branches from 
causing further damage to the tree.

Aswe enter the seasonof renewalŘƻƴΩǘforget that you canbe doingsomework in the yard on theselovelydaysto
get ready for springgrowth. A reminder, NDSUŘƻŜǎƴΩǘrecommendthat you use any wound dressingon pruned plants. It
ŘƻŜǎƴΩǘreducedecayor speedthe woundclosureprocess,rather it canbe detrimental to the plantshealing. If you would like
more informationaboutpruningstop by the office or giveusa callandI would be happyto helpyouwith your pruningneeds.
